SGF/OP/I/S.3MINII5T of 110 March, 2009 on the “Revised Procurement
Thresholds for Service-wide Application” by approving variations in the
existing contracts that are within the limits of the new thresholds without
reverting to the appropriate Tenders Board for necessary ratification. In
some cases, these variations have been freated as new and separate
®contracts. o |

require variations are to be submitted to the Bureau of Public Procurement
for review and issuance of necessary Due Process Cerlificate of “No
Objection” to facilitate their approvals by the appropriate Tenders Board
depending on their Revised Estimated Costs.
